“We are very impressed with the standards of the entries
this year,” says Ir Dr Eddie Lam, Chairman of the QBA
2012, “Not only did many winning buildings exhibit
all the hallmarks of being Hong Kong landmarks, they
also lead the way in terms of innovation and use of
space. What we are looking for, ultimately, are designs
that can serve as a blueprint or model for other similar
projects in the future.”

“Ideally,” said Dr Peter Pun, one of the jurors,
who comes from an urban planning background,
“the design also needs to be integrated with the
environment: whether it stands out or blends in, it also
needs to integrate with the community and provides
an ideally comfortable living place for the society.”

“The ICC, which won the Quality Excellence Award
for best overall design, was a definite highlight of the
awards for many of the jurors,” said Ir Professor Paul
Pang, Chairman of the Jury Panel, “Not only is it one
of the Hong Kong’s most recognizable landmarks —
an instant architectural classic — it has also served
great social purpose, propelling the development
of West Kowloon, and is replete with sustainable
facilities. At 100 stories high, the building — with
its high-speed elevators and sturdy foundation, is a
technical marvel as well as an aesthetic.”
